A versatile sweater- scarf that includes lacework, JAYG dc-ribbing sleeves & optional buttonholes. Aimed at intermediate level crocheter, it can
be worn as a long scarf, or wrapped around your shoulders, crossing over at the front with your arms inserted in the ribbed sleeves.

Yarn: luscious fingering weight Scheepjes Woolly Whirl cotton/merino blend & lightly flecked Scheepjes Metropolis merino.
