9 May 2026 – Arrive Seoul

After breakfast today, you will visit the historic Demilitarized Zone between North and 
South Korea: 

• DMZ area  
• The Third Tunnel  
• Dora Observatory (views into North Korea subject to weather)  
• Suspension Bridge / Gondola experience (depending on option selected)  

Learn about Korean history while travelling in an air-conditioned vehicle with guide.  

 

12 May 2026 – Nami Island & Gangchon Rail Bike (Full Day) 

After breakfast embark on a scenic nature escape from Seoul: 

• Visit picturesque Nami Island with tree-lined paths  
• Free time for walking, cycling or relaxing  
• Gangchon Rail Bike experience along scenic countryside track
